Nycticorax nycticorax

Standing at about 2 feet tall, the
black crowned night heron is
distinguishable by its white
underside and dark grey to black

plumage on its head and back. It
has grey legs and beak, and can
be found at ponds and rivers as

well.

Pluvialis squatarola

Despite the name, they usually migrate to Los Angeles
after they begin shedding their black belly plumage, so
you’re most likely to see them as grey all over with a
small amount of black on their underside. Their backs
and wings are darker grey. Theyre small, at no more
than 12 inches tall. Their beaks are small and black.
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Caspian tern | Gwuwyhwljuwu dnjwohown ==
Hydroprogne caspia

These birds are about 21 inches from the tip of their large,
bright orange beak, to the tip of their tail. They are mostly
white with a light grey back and wings, and a black tail and
head. In flight, the tips of their wings are black. They can be
found at the beach, usually alone rather than in a large
group.

Larus californicus

The California gull looks very similar to the Armenian gull,
larus armenicus. It is white with a grey back and black tips on
its wings and beak, and brown spotting along the back of its
neck. It can be found at beaches and lakes in the winter.

These are some of the most
common birds that can be found €
all year at the beach.

These are very common at beaches and lakes. Black all
over with a yellow beak, these birds are almost completely
aquatic.
